Read Genesis 2:4-25 - God the great provider!!

Opener:  What is your visual image of a perfect garden? Where would it be? Who would you like to share that garden with?
1. In Genesis 2, what kind of provision does God provide for Adam and Eve? What does this tell you about the character of God?

2. What does Gen. 1:26-29 and 2:7-25 teach about our original nature? 
a. Our character?
b. Our purpose and tasks?
c. Our likeness to animals?
d. Our likeness to God?

3.  Why does God provide this first man with a paradise on earth and then place the “tree of knowledge of good and evil into this beautiful garden and tell them not to eat from it? (Gen. 2:9, 17, and 3:6)

4. How well does God understand Adam’s and Eve’s needs and desires?

5. In verse 25, what do you think “they felt no shame” meant? Sexually? Emotionally? Intellectually? Spiritually?

6.  In Gen. 2:21-25, what is God’s intent for the lives of Adam and Eve?

7. Genesis 2 is about God’s provision for the first man/woman young couple beginning in paradise. Sometimes married and with children is viewed as ultimate fulfillment of God’s purpose because of this text. 
a. Did Jesus and Paul miss the “fulfillment boat” by not marrying and having/raising children?
b. What does God’s purpose mean for the elderly, young and single, single with children, widows, widowers, and the disabled? SEE Rom. 8:28-32

8. What would a world be like that knew no evil, jealousy, envy, rage, deception, or insecurity but love, peace, joy, kindness, goodness, transparency, sincerity, and honesty?
