Season 6, Lesson 5-Why Do WE Need the Gospel?

Read Genesis 4:1-16: Sin is crouching at your door! Verse 7

Opener: Did you ever suspect your parents having “favorites” among your siblings? How did you deal with it?

1. In other passages, God accepts both animal and grain sacrifices. Why then do you think Lord God looked with disfavor on Cain’s sacrifice?
a. What’s the difference between the 2 sacrifices in vs. 4 that is telling?
b. What does the difference tell you about Cain’s attitude and actions compared to Abel’s attitude and actions?

2. In verse 6 it says Cain is very angry, how does Lord God reach out to Cain? What does that tell you about Lord God?

3. Did Cain Know what was right to do? What does this say about Cain’s source of anger See Gen. 4:7 

4. What was Lord God’s warning to Cain? Was the Lord giving Cain the opportunity to change? What does that say about Lord God? (Note: the text indicates “sin crouching” as a demonic presence waiting to pounce.) 

5. Did Cain have a choice? Why did Cain take his anger out on Abel? Wasn’t he angry with Lord God not Abel? What does this say about misplaced feelings of anger, resentments, and hostilities? 

6. Compare James 1:13-15 with this passage in Gen. 4.

7. After the murder of Abel, why do you think Lord God approaches Cain as He does? Why not directly accuse Cain?

8. Is Cain his brother’s keeper? Are you your brother’s keeper? Compare with 1 Jn. 3:11-15. Scary appication!!

9. Does Cain repent? What does real repentance look like in 2 Cor. 7:8-11?

10.  What is so amazing about the Genesis account written 3500 years ago?
