Season 7, Lesson 12-1 Corinthians 10, Being like Jesus in a Corrupt World

Opener: What kind of spiritual heritage did your “forefathers” leave you? What kind of spiritual heritage would you like to pass on to your kids?

Read 1 Corinthians 10:1-13
1. How does the “For” of verse 1 connect with the previous verses?

2.  What is Paul indirectly saying to these Gentile Christians in verse 1 when he says, “our forefathers”? 

3. How does Paul connect the Gentile Christians with the people of God before Christ? How is each group similarly blessed by God?

4. How do the four types of sin committed by the Israelites of the Old Testament in verses 7-11 serve as a specific warning to the Corinthians? 

5. How do they serve as a warning to Christians today?  Also see Rom. 15:4

6. In verse 12, if you think you’ve “got it together,” what do you become vulnerable to?

7. What are the 4 things Paul tells us in verse 13 in regard to the temptations we face?

8. Is there ever a time when you “have to sin”?

9. How can the 3 promises in verse 13 help you when you are confronted with temptation? 

Read 1 Corinthians 10:14-22
1. What is idolatry? What was Paul referring to?

2. What do you think might be an “idol” in your life, whether known or unknown?

3. What does Paul mean that he speaks to “sensible people” and that they can judge what he says?

4. What is the cup of blessing? What is the blood of Christ and the bread? 

5. What does it mean to participate in the “blood of Christ” and in the “body of Christ”?

6. In verse 18, when Israel ate the food sacrificed are participating in the altar. So, what is the food sacrificed to idols a participation in? What does Paul not want the Corinthians to participate in? 

7. What spiritual principle are the Corinthians violating in verse 21?

8. Why would Jesus be jealous if we practice “idolatry” and Christianity? Reflect on the idol in your life and your relationship with Jesus, might He be jealous?
