e. Whether you are single or married, who should take 1st place in your life?

      a. What would be the determining factor in staying single? 
                   b. Why would it be better not to marry? 
                   c. What type of crisis would cause someone not to marry?

	       b. What should she do if he dies?
                    c. What does Paul recommend best for happiness? Why?
